Course Description:


This course is a study of the theological doctrine of last times or latter days and the New Testament book of Revelation.  Attention to the study of specific verses in the Old and New Testament that have been traditionally understood as speaking to 'last times' or 'latter days'.  We will also study the major topics and outline of the book of Revelation.  It will not be an in-depth verse by verse study but we will cover the entire book of Revelation by the end of class Saturday- February 25, 2012.
Objectives:

1. Students will study the major sections of scripture dealing with eschatology.

2. Students will be led to an understanding of these scriptures.

3. Students will be led in a study of Revelation with the purpose of having a basic understanding of this New Testament book.

4. Students will in a written exercise show a basic understanding of both classes.
